What a difference a year makes! Last year DBTC mountain bike riders travelled to Moab, only to find
rain on the Friday going out. And that wasn't just any rain. No, last year the crew withstood something perhaps
less frequent than a 100-year rainstorm. Read that as very intense rain. Of course, seeing brown waterfalls dis-
charging off the canyon cliffs everywhere was a spectacle. Finding campgrounds washed out though was not a
treat.

This year, the DBTC crew found a weak cold front moving through the area. Thus, the Friday afternoon
ride into Yellowjacket Canyon by the historic Dewey Bridge was a breeze. Literally. The wind blowing from the
southwest pushed us along the road as we rode northeast to the Kokopelli Trail. An afternoon pleasant ride en-
sued. Upon arriving to the high point, views looking east across the Colorado River canyon into the Fisher Towers
with the La Sal mountains in the backgrounds were a marvel to all.

Saturday morning arrived with a light shower occurring. The intrepid crew braved the elements to ride
the Poison Spider trail network that day. As the day wore on, the cloudy gray skies changed to brilliant blue. All
doubts about rain disappeared. Riding wet packed sand was easy that day. In fact, no one could be accused of
stirring up the dust. A fine day was had by all. That included traversing the fabled Portal Trail with signs indicat-
ing imminent death to riders that don’t dismount.

After the outrageous Saturday evening hostel party, Sunday broke with the crew going in three differing
directions. One faction went to Amasa Back, another went to Flat Pass, while the extremely brave ones went to
ride Moab Rim. Though the others had nice pleasant rides, the Moab rim ride was a real thriller. The route starts
out steep, climbing about 1,000 feet in the first mile. Once on top, tremendous Spanish Valley views unfolded.
Further riding took this crew to the broken terrain, a pass with cliffs marked with hundreds of petroglyphs, a hid-
den valley filled with golden brown autumn grasses, finishing with a hike a bike section. This was a good workout
for all the body muscles.

Monday everyone went to ride Klondike Bluffs. This trail partly crosses a gently inclined sandstone
layer covered with dinosaur tracks. A short hike on top brought the crew to one of the best lookouts into Arches
National Park. Everyone returned home later that day with lots of photos, memories, and smiles. Plans were de-
veloping again with what should we do next year?

Bicycle Door County - the Cape Cod of the Midwest - September 14 - 19, 2008

Ellen Chilikas

Ellen Chilikas and Karen Jenneman will lead a trip to Door
County Wisconsin in September. Door County is about 1200 miles from
Denver on the eastern edge of Wisconsin. Hotel check-in is Sunday the
14th and check out of the hotel on Friday the 19th.

We will bike 4 days in Door County including southern Door
County, taking the ferry across Death's Door Straight and riding
Washington Island at the Northern end of Door County, and 2 days of rid-
ing in central Door County. There will also be a free day in the middle of

the week to explore Peninsula State Park by bike, hike and/or sea kayak.

Highlights of the trip include riding along both Green Bay and
Lake Michigan, seeing lighthouses and climbing observations towers, vis-
iting numerous beaches, cycling through fruit orchards, eating an authentic
fish boil dinner, visiting maritime museums, cycling through picturesque
old fishing harbors and riding through a boreal forest. Daily ride distances
range from 25 miles - 55 miles with the average about 40 miles. Rides will
be at an Intermediate pace of 12 - 15 mph.

There is tiered pricing for the trip. If we fill 10 rooms, it's
$450/person double occupancy or $800/person for a single room. If we
only fill 5 rooms, it's $525/person double occupancy or $950/person single
occupancy. If we fill some number between 5-10, the costs will be some-
where between the two numbers.

The trip costs will include a pre-trip party in the Denver area,
lodging Sunday 9/14 - Thu 9/18 (we check out Friday morning), daily con-
tinental breakfasts, a dessert happy hour on Sunday, an authentic fish boil
dinner, round trip ferry costs for you and your bike to Washington Island, a
farewell happy hour, bike maps/directions for 4 days of riding, and a reun-
ion party back in Denver. Sag support is NOT included.

The hotel has rooms with 2 Queen beds, refrigerators, micro-
waves, tv and wireless internet. It also has indoor and outdoor pools, a
jacuzzi and locked bike storage. The hotel borders Peninsula State Park, but
is in walking distance from shops and restaurants in town.
